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Some analysts consider women
as a half of society, and others
say that she is the partner of the
man and they also said of her the
beauty and the joy of living. But
the most beautiful thing about
the woman is what Imam Ali (AS)
said about her “Woman is Reiha-
na” and what Imam Khomeini (ra)
said about her: She is the partner

of the Qur’an by making men. Al-
mighty God honored women in
Islam and elevated their status,
so no society can rise without her.

Imam Khomeini said that wom-
en are educators of men, and that
is why the happiness and unhappi-

make the living country. This con-
scious and profound understand-
